Dear Friends,

Friends of Charlie’s Place (FOCP) volunteers have met many new community 
members this year, several unaware of our mission. FOCP was incorporated in 
2007 to support your animal shelter, Charlie’s Place, the Clear Creek/Gilpin County 
Animal Shelter. FOCP provides funding for medical and dental procedures, 
food/treats, behavioral evaluation/training, and enrichment items. 

This year we assisted Cable, a husky, recover from a horrific auto accident. We 
also provided the means to diagnose and treat Trina, a boxer/Dane mix and shelter 
favorite, as she dealt with intestinal issues. Several of the current shelter dogs are 
on special diets that are funded through FOCP. Aries, another volunteer favorite, 
is benefitting from laser/light therapy. Monthly shot clinics are also sponsored by 
FOCP providing a low-cost vaccination option to our community members. All are 
made possible by your donations.

All proceeds from FOCP fundraisers and donations go directly to support the needs 
of shelter and community animals. Over the last twelve months, FOCP paid $3,896 
for all spay/neuter procedures at the shelter and $40,611 for the medical care of 
the shelter animals. In addition, FOCP paid $16,919 to assist local citizens using our 
spay and neuter vouchers. This total also includes several community medical 
assists. A total of $16,956 was spent on training shelter animals with social and 
behavior challenges, helping them become more adoptable. FOCP spent $33,174 
for food and pet supplies. Finally, $10,697 supported our foster care animals and 
$325 was invested in transportation costs.

FOCP and Charlie’s Place, along with our community partners, plan family friendly 
events and fundraisers, like the annual Canine on the Creek 5K Fun Run. The Gilpin 
County Fair is another favorite. Our partners include the Clear Creek Metropolitan 
Recreation District, Gilpin County, Black Hawk City Council and the Elks Lodges in 
Idaho Springs and Central City. The Central City Elks Lodge directly sponsored four 
dog adoptions and two cat adoptions this past year. Beau Jo’s restaurant in Idaho 
Springs, donated 20% of proceeds from hosting a family friendly night out. Many 
more local organizations and businesses help to get our shelter animals noticed, 
keeping Charlie’s Place the wonderful no-kill facility that it is today.
